LLYSDINAM GARDENS RECOGNISED AS CENTENNIAL
OBSERVING STATION.

Llysdinam Gardens at Newbridge on Wye was recently officially
recogni zed ads obsfecentngnrsit ati ono.
Office's climate network joins a global network of sites that have been
recognised by the world Meteoroloical Organisa(dfviO) for recording
weather observations for over 100 years. The station owes rhiish o
history and longevity to the dedication of the Venables Llewelyn family
and their support for the sciences.

Sir Charles Venables Llewelyn started recording maximum and minimum
temperatures and rainfall data in the 1880's, and to their credit tHg fami
have supported the collection of meteorological data ever since. Data was
collected by family members and garden staff until the Llysdinam Field
Centre was established in the 1970's, at which point students from Cardiff
University under Dr. Fred Slatevok over the record keeping. In 1988 it
was updated to a climatoloical site, with soil temperatures, wet, dry bulbs
and climatic descriptions recorded. Monthly records were then sdmw to t
Met Office. In 2010 the site weautomatic with data transpodte
electronically throughout the day. At a recent ceremony Jon Taylor, the Me
Office's Associate Director of Observations presented a plague to mark the
occasion to Sir John Venables Llewelyn. The weather ststisituated at

the heart of Llyssham Gardens, which is run by the Llysadam Charitable
Trust. The gardens were opened on Bank Hol({tigy 27) fa the

National Garden Scheme, and will be open again for the Welsh Air
Ambulance on August 1
